New Hope Camp and Conference Center is 

located on Highway 86 between Chapel Hill 

and Hillsborough. We are about a 15 minute 

drive from downtown Chapel Hill or Durham 

and less than 10 minutes from downtown 

Hillsborough.  
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The New Hope CCC grounds offer a wide array of oppor-
tunities for science exploration outside of the classroom.   
Our 165 acres includes fields, 
forests, wildlife, trails, two 
ponds and even class space 
suitable for a wide range of 
science in nature activities.  
Our location, on Highway  86 
between Chapel Hill and Hills-
borough, is easily accessible 
from most Triangle schools.   
Our resident Program Director 
is a North Carolina-certified   
science teacher who will  support your curriculum       
requirements either by providing lesson plans he’s       
designed with our many resources in mind of by helping 
you supplement your own lesson plans. 
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 Study the elevated divide or two watersheds—the 
Neuse and the Cape Fear on our property; the rocks that 
make it up are of volcanic origin, probably rhyolite mixed 
with veins of quartz.   Introduce students to different geo-
logical forces and help them gain an understanding of 
erosion, the minerals that make up the rocks under their 
feet, and how landforms change over time.

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 Our richly diversified site provides plenty 
of examples of the complex ecosystems in the world 
around us. Look for deer and rabbit tracks, find a 
friend in “froggy-ville”, or catch a glimpse of a 
groundhog or red-tailed hawk.  Count rings on trees, 
study a stump, or identify plant species.  Our      
surroundings will help students discover what 
makes up not only population dynamics, but also 
the web of life.  
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 Here at NHCCC you can study potential & 
kinetic energy while participating in archery,     
canoeing, kite-flying or field sports.  How does en-
ergy transfer from the bow to the arrow? How does 
pushing a paddle propel a canoe across the water?  
Students will answer these and other questions as 
they try their hand at different outdoor activities. 
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 Our four rustic bunkhouses are favor-
ites of school groups, accommodating 30 people 
each .  A bath house is conveniently located for 
easy access to showers and restrooms.  The Back 
pavilion, offers a kitchen with sink, stove and 
refrigerator. One of our large stone fire circles is 
located in the back field and is perfect for mak-
ing foil pack dinners and s’mores as well as late 
night campfire singing.

 Spend the night out in our fields       
discovering the stars.  Our camp is far enough 
away from the city lights that the stars in the sky 
are more than students will be able to count.  
View the constellations and the phases of the 
moon in a nighttime sky.
